Our minibus is fully accessible with a passenger lift, those
with mobility difficulties should be able to access the trips.
We are able to take 1 wheelchair user per trip providing
patrons can transfer to a seat in the minibus.



 
Trips will only run if the minimum number of passengers have
booked a seat. For trips requiring a ticket or entrance fee the
fee must be paid at the time of booking. If a trip is shown to
be fully booked, a reserve list will be kept, and we will
contact you if a place becomes available.

Your pick-up time will be given to you closer to the time of the
trip. Please be available 15 mins either side of your pickup
time.
